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The position of notes on the stave shows their 
pitch (how high or low a note is).
A quaver has a time value of half a beat.
A crotchet has a time value of one beat.
A minim has a time value of two beats.
A semibrieve has a time value of 4 beats.

A time signature tells you how many beats 
are in the bar. It is written as two numbers 
at the beginning of every piece of music.

The key signature tells you which notes 
should be played as sharps or flats 
throughout a piece of music and therefore 
what key the piece should be played in. 

A rhythmic pattern is the pattern of long 
and short sounds as you move through the 
song.

Tempo is the speed of the music. Adante is 
at walking pace. 

A stave is five horizontal lines that indicate 
the pitch of musical notes with the help of 
a clef.

The treble clef is a symbol used to show 
high-pitched notes on the stave.
