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Mechanism
A device used to create movement in a 

product 

Linkage
The card strips joining one or more levers 

to produce the type of movement 
required.

Pivot
A point which a lever turns around. 

Fixed Pivot
A paper fastener that joins card strips to 

the backing card.

 Loose Pivot
A paper fastener that joins card strips 

together.

Craft knife
A knife with a thin, sharp blade used to 

cut thin precise lines

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The term linkage can also be used to describe 
levers that are joined together.

Guides are used to help hold the mechanisms 
in place and control movement.

Paper fasteners/split pins are used to make 
pivots when joining card levers/linkages.

Pushing the lever/linkage creates input 
movement that then gives output movement 
of the picture moving.

You need to use a thick plastic cutting board 
to cut on when using a craft knife.

Levers create an oscillating movement 
(backwards and forwards in an arch)

A linkage needs both fixed and loose pivots 
in order to work properly.
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(287 - 212 B.C.) Archimedes was a Greek philosopher, 
mathematician and inventor, who wrote about geometry 
and mechanics. He was born in Syracuse, Sicily, and 
educated in Alexandria, Egypt. Archimedes defined the 
principle of the lever.
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Knead
Push into the dough with knuckles and 

the heel of the hands to bind the 
ingredients together properly
