Maths


It’s been a while since we’ve practised anything to do with shape so we thought that this week, we would recap on 3D shapes. Watch the powerpoint that’s on our Class Story page to help you recall how many faces, edges and vertices some 3D shapes have.


Then complete the table, also on class story and record how many of these each of the given shapes have. Why don’t you challenge yourself to test Euler’s rule. It’s on the last slide of the powerpoint. We’ve tested it with a cube. A cube has:   6 faces + 8 vertices – 12 edges = 2


So, it works with a cube. Test this with any other 3D shape to see if the rule works.


We would also love you to continue spending some time on Numbots and TTRS. We are all still getting to grips with it but the more time we spend exploring, the more we can enjoy the resources and the more we can learn.
