Writing
* Across school we are starting using our new handwriting books.
You may hear the children start to talk about ‘solid lines” and ‘broken

lines’. This is to encourage them to think about the formations and size
of each letter, which letters are tall, which go under the line, etc.

* When children are doing written homework, make sure they use a
pencil to write with and encourage them to think about the size of
each letter.

* Spellings — Help your child to learn their weekly spellings. Turn them
into games to make it more interesting.
